Annual Dues:

Dues must be paid by April 30 with a discount for paying early by March 30 and late fee after April 30.  Annual dues pay for snow removal, landscaping and maintenance, LG&E street lights, website, accounting/operating expenses, etc.

Community Rules:  All homeowners and tenants must comply with BHHCA rules.  The Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, & Restrictions is on the website at www.bhhca.org under “Bylaws and Declaration” and public records of Jefferson County.  The Board of Directors does not police the community looking for violations.  We rely on neighbors to bring their concerns to the Board’s attention.  All complaints are kept confidential.  

Street Parking & Towing:  Recently, we had to tow vehicles due to repeat violations.  Vehicles are to be kept in the garage or driveway. Street parking is limited to 10 continuous hours and no more than 24 hours in a calendar year.  When a violation is reported, a sticker is placed on the vehicle and letter mailed to the homeowner.  Continued violations will result in the vehicle being towed at owner’s expense. The tow company BHHCA uses is Derby City Towing of Louisville located at 2800 Millers Lane, Louisville, KY 40216.  Signs are also posted throughout the neighborhood.  Please note:  It is also a violation of BHHCA restrictions and Jefferson County Ordinance to block the sidewalk or park in the yard.

RV’s, Boats, & Trailers:  No bus, mobile home, motor home, trailer, truck, motorcycle, commercial vehicle, camper trailer, camping unit, camping vehicle or boat shall be parked or kept on any Lot at any time unless housed in a closed garage. 

Animals: No animals, including without limitation, reptiles, livestock or poultry of any kind, shall be raised, bred or kept on any Lot, except that a reasonable number of dogs, cats or other traditional household pets may be kept in the residence.

Chain Link Fences:  No new chain link fences are allowed under any circumstances and existing ones cannot be replaced.

Car Break-Ins:  Car break-ins continue.  The police recommend you remove valuables, lock doors, turn on outside lights, and report suspicious activity to LMPD non-emergency at 502-574-7111.  For emergencies call 911.  LMPD requests ALL break-ins be reported, even if nothing is taken so they can update their crime maps and target enforcement.  Meaning more police patrols in our area.

Trash Cans & Service:  Please promptly remove trash cans after collection and store them out of sight from the street. Curb appeal is important!  New homeowners can contact Republic Services at 502-638-9000 to arrange for our special community rates or get information about collection dates. Trash pick-up is weekly.  Recycling is an optional service that is every other week.  

Pothole or Sidewalk Repair:  Homeowners can contact Louisville Metro Call – online at http://louisville.gov/government/metrocall-311 or call 311 to request a repair.

Street Light Out:  Call LG&E at 589-1444 and provide the address of the home closest to the light. We pay a flat rate per light, whether the light works or not, and repairs are included.  Any homeowner can request a repair.
